Adjustment mechanism nuts until the stylus
makes contact with the record. Use the M2
Allen wrench to adjust the head shell so that
the cartridge and the record are 90 degree
with each other.

Step 5

Take the anti-skating weight with line attach-
ed, place the loop over the anti-skating
lever. Then hang the line freely over the anti-

skating pivot .There are three grooves in the

anti-skating lever. The inner groove is calib-

rated for 1 gram of anti-skating force. The
middle groove is 2 grams and the outer gro-

ove is 3 grams. Please adjust the anti-skating
force appropriately for your cartridge.

Place the counter weight on the back of the
tone-arm. Adjust the position of the counter
weight according to the balance of the tone-

arm body and the tracking force of the
cartridge.

Step 6

Take the facility meter of stylus pressure, and
set on the guide axis. Lift the tone-am,
slightly placed the stylus on the benchmark
nearly the guide axis. Look down and the
record are 90 degree with each other. Adjust
the cartridge, make sure the edge parallels
the net meter of the facility meter of stylus
pressure.,

Step 7

Take down the facility meter of stylus
pressure from the guide axis and put on the
platter. Install the stylus on the relevant dot of
the tracking force. Adjust the position of the
tone-arm weight balance carrier, and make
sure the facility meter of stylus pressure in a
level.

Step 8

Connect the 5 pin audio cable plug into the 5
pin socket at the back off the ST100, making
sure the plug positions are correct.

Note: Don't force the plug excessively or else

pin damage will result.
